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Situation

Israel’s ongoing genocidal campaign in Gaza has resulted in extensive devastation and humanitarian catastrophe
throughout June, with air and land bombardments impacting the entire Gaza Strip. This has led to significant
civilian casualties, widespread displacement, and the destruction of homes and infrastructure. By June 30, over
37,800 Gazans had been killed, and nearly 87,000 injured since October 7. Food scarcity remains a critical issue,
with 2.15 million people projected to face crisis or worse levels of food insecurity and famine. Health facilities are
overwhelmed by severe shortages of fuel, medicines, and medical supplies, with some operating at five times their
capacity. Additionally, communicable diseases are spreading rapidly due to inadequate water, sanitation, and
hygiene conditions, with nearly one million cases of acute respiratory infections and other diseases recorded,
including acute jaundice syndrome and bloody watery diarrhea, as well as concerns over the risk of cholera.

Updates on Juzoor’s Response in Gaza

Between April and May, Juzoor expanded its operations in the Gaza Strip from 66 to 72 shelters, accommodating
over 200,000 IDPs. Most of these shelters are located in the Middle and North regions, with about 10 in the South,
including Rafah. Juzoor provided a comprehensive range of health, medical, and MHPSS services, along with
essential aid such as food, water, hygiene supplies, emergency items, nutrition supplements, and medications.
The team also offered training and educational sessions.

A massive Israeli military operation in Jabalia Camp and Rafah led to the evacuation of 26 of Juzoor’s shelters
between May 13 and 24. During this period, 12 of our medical points at these shelters were either burned or
destroyed. In response, Juzoor implemented an emergency plan, reallocating the evacuated shelters and
establishing 12 temporary medical points in Gaza City to serve the displaced population from Jabalia Camp.
Additionally, other medical points began operating in double shifts to meet the increased demand. The military
operation in Rafah also forced the evacuation of 7 shelters, prompting Juzoor to relocate the medical points to
safer areas, such as Deir El Balah. Despite the challenges, Juzoor managed to mobilize its medical team to
secure locations away from the conflict zones. Following the end of the military invasion, Juzoor successfully
reactivated the evacuated medical points, with most resuming normal operations between May 24 and 30.

During this process, Juzoor provided all medical points, including the newly established ones, with essential
emergency medications and medical consumables. Additionally, the team managed to successfully evacuate all
medical devices and equipment from high-risk areas to the newly established temporary medical points, ensuring
continuity of care despite the circumstances.

Reestablished health center in the
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Juzoor’s Health Centers and Medical Points

At the heart of Juzoor's humanitarian work in Gaza are the health center points, staffed with furniture, equipment,
and a team of health professionals including at least one doctor, nurse, midwife, mental health specialist, and
other personnel.

From April through June, these centers and points provided an average of 168,000 services per month including
child health care, communicable disease management, mental health and psychosocial support, non-
communicable disease treatment, primary health care, reproductive health services including gender-based
violence and maternal and neonatal care, as well as emergency services such as trauma and rehabilitation care.

To support these efforts, Juzoor's team expanded from 180 to 202 health personnel between April through June,
including doctors, nurses, midwives, nutritionists, and psychologists, with 172 based in the North and 30 in the
South.

Disease Management and Primary/Emergency Health

All of Juzoor’s services were offered to the entire displaced population under its care, regardless of age or gender,
from April to June. Our teams worked tirelessly to manage communicable diseases through screening, diagnosis,
treatment, and regular check-ups, addressing conditions such as meningitis, Hepatitis A, and various
gastrointestinal, respiratory, and skin diseases for those residing in our shelters or visiting our medical points. The
same comprehensive care was extended to those with non-communicable diseases; our team provided diagnosis,
check-up exams, and treatment for conditions like diabetes, hypertension, and asthma, including offering
appropriate medications and specialized interventions such as dressing diabetic foot ulcers. Additionally, Juzoor
offered primary and emergency health services, mainly for wound and burn dressing, as well as injections and
referrals to more specialized care. On average, around 130,000 of these services were provided each month from
April to June.

Our team in Gaza noted a growing number of people suffering from communicable diseases and those seeking
treatment for non-communicable diseases since our last report in March, with a particularly high incidence of
communicable diseases among children, particularly gastrointestinal and skin diseases. This can be attributed to
the pollution of food and water, poor sanitation, and the scarcity of proper medications.

Sexual and Reproductive Health

Juzoor’s specialized health team of midwives and doctors continued to oversee the health of girls and women in
shelters from April to June. They provided comprehensive care for pregnant and lactating women, including
antenatal and postnatal care, pregnancy investigations, post-abortion care, individual health counseling, and
support with delivery decisions. On average, these services reached 2,800 women per month, with June seeing
the highest number compared to April and May at 4,210 women.

During this period, Juzoor also established maternity homes in some shelters in the North. These facilities allowed
for more private and specialized sexual and reproductive health care, including pregnancy and delivery services.
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Child Health

Our health services also cater to the needs of children in shelters, including immunizations for children under two,
malnutrition screening, neonatal and child growth care, newborn check-up exams, and specialized care for
underweight or malnourished children. Over 11,000 services were offered to children across Juzoor’s shelters
from April to June, primarily in the North.

During this period, a child day-care center was launched in Jabalia, North Gaza, which began offering the same
essential child health services mentioned above, including vaccinations, to ease and increase access and allow
our health initiative to be conducted in a more organized fashion.

Despite these efforts, Juzoor's immunization campaign faced significant challenges. There was a notable decline
in immunization rates during the reporting period, with May recording the lowest number of vaccinations since the
start of the campaign at just 82 children. This resulted in a monthly average of approximately 580 children
vaccinated from April to June, compared to over 2,000 per month from January to March. The drop was attributed
to ongoing military invasions and operations in North Gaza, which severely disrupted the vaccination process.

Malnutrition Screening Campaign

Juzoor's malnutrition campaign has been a pivotal component of its humanitarian efforts in Gaza, focusing on the
screening and treatment of children using MUAC measurements. From April to May, over 3,000 children were
screened, with a total of 8% identified as having moderate or severe acute malnutrition. In June, the campaign
expanded significantly, screening nearly 10,000 children, with around 6% diagnosed with moderate or severe
acute malnutrition, reflecting a slight increase from previous months. Juzoor also started a malnutrition screening
campaign for pregnant and lactating women in June, screening a total of 1,450 women.

Nutrition

Juzoor expanded its nutrition work in May to form a nutrition team of nutritionists and doctors and nurses with
previous experience working in nutrition. 10 community-based nutrition centers were established in key localities
in North Gaza and Gaza City, primarily utilizing government or UNRWA PHC centers, and Juzoor’s nutrition team
was distributed among these centers and tasked with overseeing nutrition activities across key localities.
Additionally, two stabilization centers were set up at Kamal Edwan Hospital and Patient’'s Friends Society to
provide specialized care for children suffering from severe acute malnutrition complications. To ensure effective
service delivery, Juzoor developed standardized forms for use in the nutrition centers and referral stabilization
centers. Two training workshops were conducted for 32 Juzoor nutrition staff in late April and early May,
equipping them with the necessary skills and knowledge to manage the nutrition centers and care for
malnourished children and individuals.

Mental Health and Psychosocial Support Program

Juzoor continues to provide MHPSS to the displaced population under its care through a comprehensive program
launched early on in the war. Our team of specialists and trained volunteers conduct various recreational and
support activities, primarily targeting children and women, to alleviate stress and uplift their spirits. From April to
June, an average of 11,500 people benefited from these activities across all of Juzoor’s shelters, with the majority
being children.

During the reporting period, Juzoor's MHPSS activities included group-based PSS awareness workshops, group-
based PSS sessions, individual psychological services, and technical support for our MHPSS team. A total of 731
community members participated in 26 group-based MHPSS awareness workshops in Gaza and North Gaza
Governorates, focusing on stress management and common behavioral issues like aggressive behavior and
hyperactivity. Additionally, Juzoor conducted 52 group-based MHPSS sessions for 1,063 children, covering topics
like emotional identification and social networking.



Individual counseling was provided to 83 community members, while 175 received Psychological First Aid to
address immediate psychological needs. Our MHPSS team also received technical support through field visits
and reflection meetings. Two workshops were conducted to assess the effectiveness of reference materials and
address challenges with work, resulting in positive feedback and suggestions for enhancing MHPSS session
delivery, including the potential use of recreational activity tents.

Rehabilitation

While April's activities did not include physical therapy or rehabilitation initiatives, Juzoor's specialized
physiotherapy team launched an outreach rehabilitation program in May. The program reached over 300
individuals in May, delivering more than 780 sessions - an average of two sessions per person - and over 450
individuals in June. The program offers physical exercises and electrotherapy (TENS), among other services.
Many patients were also trained to assist others with disabilities within their shelters. In addition, Juzoor provided
assistive devices, products, and training to support individuals of all ages, from child amputees to older adults in
need.

Supporting the Older Population

In April, Juzoor, in partnership with HelpAge International, began plans to target hundreds of older persons in its
shelters, providing them with individual assistance items including medications, assistive products, as well as
other essential needs such as clothes and hygiene kits. The project began implementation in April, through which
a thorough needs assessment was conducted to identify the specific needs of older persons residing in a select
number of Juzoor’s shelters in the North. 20 healthcare providers and community health workers were trained on
how to use and instruct beneficiaries in utilizing assistive devices.

Trainings & Workshops

A key factor contributing to the success of Juzoor’s interventions and programs in Gaza is the emphasis on
building community capacity through training volunteers and specialists. Juzoor has consistently organized
diverse workshops and training sessions to enhance community support since the beginning of the war. During
the reporting period, numerous workshops and individual health education sessions focused on reproductive and
women’s health were conducted, with over 3,700 girls and women participating. Additionally, awareness sessions
were held for 25 pregnant and lactating women on breastfeeding, complementary feeding, and micronutrient
supplements, with plans to conduct 30 more of these sessions in North Gaza. Health counseling and education
for children and their caregivers were also provided, benefiting around 13,000 individuals each month.

Distribution of Supplies & Resources

Juzoor remains committed to providing essential support to the people of Gaza whenever possible. From April to
June, Juzoor acquired and distributed vital supplies to support the displaced population, particularly addressing
the ongoing food crisis.

In April, Juzoor distributed 300 boxes of Ready-to-Use Therapeutic Food (RUTF), 36,260 ready-to-eat meals,
26,742 sacks of flour, and 9,880 packs of date biscuits, sourced by UNICEF and WFP, to meet the immediate
nutritional needs of the population.



In May, the distribution expanded with additional nutrition supplements and therapeutic substances procured and
distributed across Juzoor’s ten nutrition centers, targeting vulnerable groups, especially children. UNICEF
supplied 888 boxes of RUTF, 250 boxes of Ready-to-Use Lipid-based Nutrient Supplement (LNS-SQ), 182 boxes
of High-Energy Biscuits (HEB), and 400 boxes of Ready-to-Use Infant Formula (RUIF). These were allocated to
the centers, with the first batches of RUTF and HEB provided to patients at Kamal Edwan Hospital to ensure
necessary nutritional support. Additionally, WFP procured 8,000 cans of ready-to-eat food, and UNFPA supplied
1,200 Mother and Child Kits and 120 First Aid Kits.

In June, Juzoor continued its distribution efforts, with 2,876 children aged 6-23 months receiving LNS-SQ
supplements at our nutrition community centers, 219 children in the same age group receiving RUTF, and 4,002
children aged 24-59 months, along with 1,994 pregnant and breastfeeding women, benefiting from high-energy
biscuits. WFP also supplied 14,000 cans of ready-to-eat food and 7,000 sacks of flour, which were distributed
among the displaced population.

Additionally, Juzoor distributed 30 tents, each 16 square meters, supplied by UNICEF, to displaced families in
need or utilized them for our centers and medical points. These comprehensive efforts over the three months
were critical in maintaining the health and well-being of Gaza's displaced population during this challenging
period.
